Urgent Care
Walk-in care.

For conditions such as:
•  Animal and insect bites
•  Cold and flu symptoms, fevers, severe sore throat or cough
•  Cuts without profuse bleeding but require stitches
•  Ear aches
•  Mild to moderate asthma
•  Minor infections
•  Rashes and burns
•  Sinus infections
•  Sprains, strains, dislocations and minor fractures/broken bones

Monday – Friday
8 a.m. to 8 p.m.

Weekends and some holidays
8 a.m. to 4 p.m.
